1 Corinthians 11

3  The head of every man is Christ, the head of  
woman is man, and the head of Christ is God.


Head:  the source of - the headwaters 


11  But among the Lord’s people, women are not 
independent of men, and men are not independent  
of women.  12 For although the first woman came  
from man, every other man was born from a woman,  
and everything comes from God.


Ephesians 5

21  Submit to one another out of reverence for Christ.  


22  For wives, this means submit to your husbands as to the 
Lord.  23 For a husband is the head of his wife as Christ is 
the head of the church.  He is the Savior of his body, the 
church.  24 As the church submits to Christ, so you wives 
should submit to your husbands in everything.


Submit:  to yield to, to get behind leader (military term) 


25  For husbands, this means love your wives, just as Christ 
loved the church.  26 He gave up his life for her to make her 
holy and clean, washed by the cleansing of God’s word.  


28  In the same way, Husbands ought to love their wives as 
they love their own bodies.  For a man who loves his wife 
actually shows love for himself.  29 No one hates his own 
body but feeds and cares for it, just as Christ cares for the 
church.  31 As the Scriptures say . . .


“A man leaves his father and mother and is  
joined to his wife, and the two are united into ONE.”


32 This is a great mystery, but it is an illustration  
of the way Christ and church are one.
