Near the end of Jesusô ministry he asked his disciples who 
they thought he was.  Peter answered the son of the living God.  Jesus 
responded to Peter that was revealed to him by the spirit and that Jesus 
will build his church through Peter. 
 
Todays world doesn't deal well with Godôs absolute truth.  The Bible 
predicts that in the end times good will be called evil and evil good.  
Jesus knew the truth that he told his disciples to teach would put them 
against the world.  In fact, they all died for their beliefs.
