Doctrine: A principle or position or the body of principles in a branch of knowledge
or system of belief. In light of our study, biblical doctrine is the true
and of the Bible.

® Trust Issues...

Many people do not trust that the Bible is truly the Word of God. Some suggest
that it is a man made tool used to control the masses. Because of this, they tend to
live however they want and thus place their own will and desires above the will and
desires of God. In doing so, this causes us to drift further away from how God
would have us to live and serve Him.

What is the Bible and how do we know it is truly the word of God?

*The Bible was originally written by who were inspired by the Holy Spirit.
Therefore, it is presented without any error or contradiction. It is comprised of 66
books contained in the authorized biblical canon of scripture. Finally, we believe
the Bible is not only the center of Christian union, but the supreme standard by
which all human conduct, creeds, and opinions shall be tried.

Who wrote the Bible?

*44 different men wrote in the , ,and

languages. From Genesis to Revelation or Moses to John, the Bible was created.
Moses died 1,450 years before the apostle John was born. John never met Moses,
Paul never met King David, yet God told each man what to write. In doing so they
continued building on the same foundation of faith.

How was the Bible written?

*The Bible was written on clay, bark, wood and stone tablets; and sometimes, linen
and animal skins were also used. Later the Bible was written on scrolls. This
required many hours and work in order to pass the Bible from generation to
generation.



What is canon of scripture?

*The English word canon comes from the Greek kavwyv. This word means “rule” or
“measuring stick”.

What measure or standard was used to determine which books should be
classified as scripture?

*Prophetic Authorship (Must be written by a prophet or apostle)
*Witness of the Spirit

*Acceptance of the people of God

How do we know?

-There are no manuscripts.

-There are no books.

-There are no people who have a revelation requiring us to do new
things.

® Understanding Issues....

Another challenge to grasping biblical doctrine is found in our ability to understand
how the scriptures directly relate to us personally. The more we receive God’s
Word for what it is, the more we will grow and respond how God would have us to.

True doctrine
must include the Word of God; The Bible witnesses to the fact and activity of God.
The Bible revels God’s plan for mankind and without it there would be no absolute
knowledge of God. 2 Timothy 2:15

*Personal Knowledge: What do you know about your life, how has it brought you
closer to God? It has been said, “knowledge begins with S We
obtain knowledge from hearing, reading, experience, and life. Therefore we can
only know what we have learned by experiences and knowledge. Proverbs 1:7

Personal Intellect: Why is important to make a decision to be filled and led by the
Holy Spirit? Christians have a to think, a to know, and a

to decide. The reality we see is a person can think he/she is right, but
can be wrong. We must understand biblical doctrine is not based on what we think,
but what the Bible teaches. Ephesians 5:18; Philippians 2:5

Personal Practice: How are you applying the Word of God in your everyday
lifestyle? The Bible teaches that it is not only a waste of time to hear and know the
Word of God and not put it into practice, but it is also self-deception. Itis
important to remember that no one can become a mature Christian without the
Word of God. 1 Peter2:2

® Study Issues...

Unfortunately, many people don’t take time to study God’s word. Whether it is
fear, inconvenience, or just laziness, Bible study is just not a priority.
