. Preach during Sunday gatherings 1-3x throughout year (additional time on preaching weeks)
. Build mentoring relationships with Identity's college students and young professionals as able
Leadership Development (10 hours/month)

. Engage in spiritual direction weekly with Byron.

. Read and discuss four books/year with Byron (Bible, theology, formation, ministry)

. Attend Lead Team meetings (1st & 3rd Tuesdays 6:45-8:00am)

o Attend elder meetings and retreats

. Work with the other interns for leadership development and training projects
