i There are 168 hours in your week. The U.S. Bureau of Labor and
g ¢ Statistics survey in 2015 states that on average, Americans age

15 and over sleep 8.6 hours on the weekdays and 9.4 hours on
the weekends...averaging out at about 8.8 hours per day. That
said, on average Americans sleep about 61.6 hours per week.
Stick with me.

So, 168 hours in your week...on average 61.6 of them you are
asleep, leaving you with 106.4 hours that you are wide awake
(for the most part)...stick with me.

According to Thom Rainer, “About 20 years ago, a church
member was considered active in the church if he or she
attended 3 times a week. Today, a church member is considered
active in the church if they attend three times a month.” (These
comments were made pre-pandemic.) For the sake of being
optimistic, lets go with Thom’s number from 20 years ago...3
hours a week gathered together as the church...Stick with me.

So, Americans are wide awake 106.4 hours a week with the
most active of church members attending church as a gathered
community 3 hours per week. That leaves 103.4 hours a week
that you are a wide awake follower of Jesus that is not involved
in gathered church worship or discipleship.

Wherever we find ourselves during those 103.4 hours per

week —the chemical plant, the office, the classroom, the gym,
the kitchen, or the neighborhood—we all have an opportunity
to live out values of the Kingdom of God such as kindness,
truthfulness, and justice. We all have the opportunity to seek

to be a blessing to others wherever we are, to help create and
improve culture, and to bring God’s wisdom to challenges we
face, and in God’s time, to share the hope that we have in Christ
with those on our frontline (during those 103.4 hours that are
just as important to God as the 3 hours we are gathered).

Discipleship happens when we are gathered...discipleship
happens when we are scattered... discipleship is meant for the

whole of our lives.
