Talk About the Bible Story

In our game, what did we find out about all those things
that seemed so different from each other? (They also had
things in common.)

Is that also true about people?

In today’s story, what made the hurt man and the Samaritan
different from each other? (At that time, Jewish people and
Samaritans didn't get along.)

How did the priest and the Levite react when they saw the
hurt man on the side of the road? (They ignored him.) How
do you feel when someone ignores you or simply doesn’t
listen to what you have to say?
