Revelation Week 3: Bowl’s of God’s Wrath

Devotional Thought:
We more easily accept God as a God of love, but it is difficult to 
understand or accept His wrath. God does not judge because He is 
angry. He does so because He is just.
I have loved you with an everlasting love 
I will not allow the sins of the wicked to go unpunished

Three figures of evil present themselves as a Trinity in chapter 12:
- Satan - The commander in chief of the kingdom of evil / darkness
- The Beast - The world leader who personifies Satan
- The Prophet - The press Corp Director who promotes the Beast

Two things are certain – 
1. The Beast will be propagated as a savior to the world’s problems. 
2. The apparent solution will be masked by deception. The first 3 ½ 
years will appear to be blissful. But the last 3 1/2 years of the reign 
of the Beast will be horrible suffering, bloodshed, and death for any 
on earth who proclaim Christ.
