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Morning Time

W hen you go into your child’s room, 
say, “Good morning! Is there

A s you drive or take a walk, take turns

C uddle with your child this month

You’re the best, God, 
and we love You very much. In Jesus’ 
name, amen.”

Bath Time

L et your child pick some toy friends 
to bathe. Show your child how to wet 

them with water and then dry them. 
Talk about how the woman in the Bible 
story wet Jesus’ feet with her tears and 
then dried them with her hair. She was 
so thankful that Jesus loved her no 
matter what.
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
