PHASE 3: GUIDELINES FOR INDOOR WORSHIP GATHERINGS 

MAY 31, JUNE 7 AND GOING FORWARD 
Overview of Phase 3... 

• Indoor worship gathering, practicing social distancing.  
• No childcare will be provided at this time for our worship gathering. Children are invited to 

participate, with their families, in the worship gathering.  
• No small groups or other age graded activities.  
• Before public access to the building, all surfaces will be thoroughly cleaned and sanitized.  
• All volunteers will be wearing masks.  

 
Arrival & Building Entry Procedures... 

• Parking attendants will instruct drivers to park vehicles leaving 1 empty space between 
vehicles.  

• There will be 2 entrances into the building – the main entrance on the front of the building 
with the large glass doors & the side door entrance by the church offices. All other 
entrances to the building will be closed.  

• Greeters will open all doors, ensuring a “touch free” entry into the building.  
• Hand sanitizer stations will be available at each entrance.  
• Masks are not required; however, they will be available at each entrance, should you desire 

to wear one. If you have your own mask, please bring it.  
• Once inside the building, please make your way directly to the worship center.  
• There will no distribution of bulletins or other printed materials. E-bulletins will continue to 

be e-mailed. If you are not receiving these, but would like to, please email

Entry into the Worship Center... 

• All interior doors will be opened for entrance. 
• Ushers will be available to assist you with seating inside our worship center.  
• We have removed every other row of chairs to ensure at least 6 feet in front of, and behind, 

each person.  
• Please sit together as a “family unit” and leave 3 empty seats between your family and the 

next family.  
• We will not be passing offering plates during the worship service. Instead, you will find two 

“Generosity” boxes located in the lobby area. You may drop your offering in these boxes or 
continue to use our online giving option.  

• After the service, ushers will escort each row out of the worship center. We encourage you 
to make your way outside of the building to fellowship, should you desire to do so, and 
weather permits, practicing social distancing guidelines.  

 
Restrooms... 

• Restrooms will be open in the front lobby area only.  
• There will be an attendant at each restroom and occupancy will be limited to ensure social 

distancing. Men’s restroom occupancy will be 3 persons and the women’s restroom 
occupancy will be 4 persons.  

• Water fountains will be turned off.
