Led By The Spirit 

 
 

1. What is one of life’s “mysteries” that really confuses you / blows your mind? (Gravity? 
Space? Airplanes? Submarines? The human body? Weird animals? Etc.) 
Why is that so fascinating to you? 
 

2. The Holy Spirit is part of what we call The Trinity. How would you describe the Trinity to 
someone? Leaders, let them wrestle with this. It’s obviously a difficult task. 
 

3. We all have roles to fill in different areas of our lives: 
What is your role at home? (Child? Dishwasher? Trash collector? Pet care? Etc.) 
What is your role at school? 
Are you on an athletic team? What position do you play and what is your role? 
Are you involved in another area or group that you have a role in? 
 

4. Based on what Aaron talked about in big group, how would you describe who the Holy 
Spirit is and their role in a believer’s life? 
 

5. What do we mean when we say that the Holy Spirit is a “permanent part” of a believer’s 
life? 
 

6. How does the Holy Spirit act as a guide for us? Have you experienced this in your own 
life? 
 

7. Read John 16:7-8. What does it mean that the Holy Spirit convicts us? How does it feel 
when you are being convicted of something you’ve done wrong?  
 

8. Read Galatians 5:16-18. Can you give some examples of the battle you have 
experienced between the flesh and the Spirit? 

 
9. What does it mean to be “led by the Spirit” (vs. 18)? How can you explain the difference 

between living under Law and being led by the Spirit?
