A man decides to build bigger barns to store 
his extra food instead of sharing it with 
others.

Week Four

Good Samaritan
Luke 10:25-37

A Samaritan stops and helps a man who 
has been beaten and robbed, after two 
other men passed him by.

Week Five

House on a Rock
Matthew 7:24-27

Jesus tells a story about what happens 
when you build a house on sand and a 
house on rock.
