Dear Christ Central Church Family,

Welcome to God of Justice, a 28-day devotional for Black History
Month. This devotional is meant to help our congregation celebrate,
pray, and seek justice together.

We celebrate Black History Month. There are many reasons, and my
friend and fellow pastor, Rev. Duke Kwon, shares five reasons that
resonate deeply. First, to deepen fellowship with our black Christian
sisters and brothers by honoring their family stories and learning
about the historical and cultural contexts that shape who they are.
We celebrate to cultivate cross-cultural skills in order to love our
black local neighbors more genuinely and more electively; after all,
we cannot love our neighbors well without knowing their stories and
without sharing a “common memory” of the past. We celebrate to
learn more of the all too neglected history of the black church,
recognizing that black church history is church history. We celebrate
to model the gospel ethic of mutuality/interdependency by esteem-
ing a subdominant culture—historically, one that has been devalued
and subjugated, even in and by the church—celebrating its people
and achievements and witnessing its vast potential to fortify the
ministry and mission of the church. We also celebrate to grow in
repentance for corporate sins committed against Black people, often
in the name of Christ—sins past and present, of commission and
omission—as a necessary step toward true reconciliation and inter-
ethnic unity in the church.

May we also pray throughout Black History Month. As a church, we
believe in the power of prayer to form us, to lead us to action, and to
move us to petition. The habit of prayer forms and shapes our hearts,
minds, and therefore our loves. As we pray for God to work in and
among us in Black History Month, God is changing our hearts and
lives as we become more a praying people. We believe prayer is not
passive but active. We don’t want to be a church that just talks about



racial equity and cross cultural community, we desire to be a people
who act and move on our value of being a cross cultural community.
We also believe that God hears and is moved by the prayers of His
people. As we seek God and call out to Him for justice to roll down,
for His peace to prevail, His kingdom to come, we believe God uses
the prayers of His people for His purposes.

Lastly, we seek justice during Black History Month. Justice is God’s
Heart. God longs for earth to be transformed to heaven. God gets
angry about the injustices and inequities of our world. So, when
Christ’s kingdom comes to earth as it is in heaven, that means God’s
Shalom, God’s peace, will be brought to bear in the broken lives of
people, and the broken systems of society. Justice should be at the
Christian’s heart, too. We realize as a church that everyone has
different gifts, passions, and callings. This is to be celebrated. Justice
being at the heart of God means that we as Christians who strive to
have His heart should care about justice. How we seek justice and
love mercy will look differently based on gifts, passion, and callings.
Nonetheless, justice should be something every Christian seeks,
because it is integral to God’s kingdom. Lastly, justice is at the heart
of Christ Central Church. We desire to herald the gospel, which
means we make much of Jesus in word and deed. As a church, we
want to be mindful of injustices and inequities that exist relationally
and systemically in our church, in our city, and in the world. There-
fore, we engage with word and deed to see Christ lifted up and His
kingdom advanced.
