
PROPHETS TOLD ABOUT JESUS’ BIRTH 
DECEMBER 5, 2021 

ISAIAH 7; 9; 11; MICAH 5

STORY POINT:  Jesus was born.

KEY PASSAGE:   Galatians 4:4 But when the fullness of time had come, God sent 
forth his Son, born of woman, born under the law, 

ACTIVITY:  Travel in sand. 
Provide a large, shallow plastic tub with clean play sand. Provide horses, donkeys, 
and camels to show how people traveled in Bible times. Provide cars and trucks to 
show how people travel today. Tell your child to “travel” to Bethlehem.  Tell your child 
that people waited a long time for Jesus to be born. JESUS WAS BORN in 
Bethlehem. People traveled to see Jesus when He was born. Everything God said 
about Jesus came true.

BIBLE STORY: 
Long ago, God promised to send a special King. God’s prophets told about 
God’s plan. Isaiah said, “A young woman will have a son and name him 
Immanuel.”  Immanuel means “God with us.” The baby would be God’s 
Son! Isaiah said, “The baby will be from Galilee, and He will sit on King 
David’s throne. God’s Holy Spirit will be with Him, and He will be holy!” 
Another prophet named Micah told about Jesus too. Micah said, 
“Bethlehem, you are a small town, but the King will be born there! He will 
bring peace, and He will care for His people like a good shepherd!” God 
wanted His people to be ready for Jesus.

THREE WAYS TO POINT YOUR LITTLE ONE TO JESUS WITH THIS STORY 

• People waited a long time for Jesus to be born.


• God told prophets about Jesus’ birth.


• God sent Jesus to earth because He loves us..




BIG PICTURE QUESTION/CATECHISM QUESTION: 

Big Picture Question: 
Why was Jesus born? Jesus was born to rescue us from sin.


Catechism Question: 

3.  Why did God make all things?  For His own glory.

4.  How can you glorify God?  By loving Him and doing what He commands.

5.  Why are you to glorify God?  Because He made me and takes care of me.

6.  Is there more than one true God?  No. There is only one true God.

7.  In how many Persons does this one God exist?  In three Persons.


CRAFT: 
Supplies:

1. Gold or silver poster 

board.

2. Scissors.

3. Glue.

4. Ribbon.

5. Glitter glue, sequins, 

beads, markers.

DESCRIPTION/MAKE:  Make a crown 
ornament.


Cut the poster board into a crown shape.  Have 
your child use sequins, beads, glitter glue, 
markers, etc. to decorate the crown.  Add a 
ribbon to hang your ornament with glue or make 
a hole in the top with a hole punch and tie your 
ribbon.  On the back of the crown ornament, you 
can write, “Jesus is Prince of Peace.”  People 
waited a long time for Jesus to be born. God 
sent Jesus to earth because He loves us. JESUS 
WAS BORN.
