1 SAMUEL 1:24-28; 2:18-26; 3

A woman named Hannah prayed to have
a child, and God answered her prayer!
Hannah had a son, and she named him
Samuel Hannah kept the promise she
made to God before Samuel was born
When Samuel was old enough, she took
him to the tabernacle and dedicated him
to the Lord She told the priest, Eli, “For as
long as he lives, he belongs to the Lord ”

Samuel grew and helped Eli at the
tabernacle During that time, messages
from God were rare, but one night Samuel
heard a voice calling his name Samuel ran to
Eli “Here | am!
