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Encouragement
for parents:

Let God Work

Jethro advised Moses to release some control and to let

God work. When he did, God provided a new way for things
to be done. In the Exodus, the Israelites frequently learned to
release their fears, which increased their need to depend

on God. Releasing our kids daily to God is a very hard
parenting posture to practice! Our fears increase.

We want to control, believing we know best. Instead,

we can remember to put God in this dominant role in

our kids’ lives, and the job of our parenting is to point

back to Him.
