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On day two, God made the sky and 
the water.  

 
Ask any of the following:  

• Do you ever like to find shapes in 
the clouds you see in the sky? 

• Wiggle your fingers up high if you 
like to play in the water!  

• Clap two times if you know that 
God made you!

On day one, God made the day and 
the night.  

 
Ask any of the following:  

• What do you like to play outside in 
the daytime? 

• What is something you do at home 
when it’s nighttime?  

• Which one is your favorite — 
daytime or nighttime? 

On day four, God made the sun and 
the moon.  

 
Ask any of the following:  

• Let me see you make a big sun with 
your arms! (Everyone will make a 
circle above their head using their 
arms) 

• What other lights do we see in the 
sky at night with the moon? (Stars) 
Let’s reach up high and try to touch 
the stars.  

• Let me hear you say this after me:  
     God (both hands point up) 
     Made (pound fists) 
     Me (thumbs to chest)

On day three, God made the land, 
sea, plants, and trees.  

 
Ask any of the following:  

• Would you rather swim in the sea or 
climb a tree? 

• What color flower is your favorite?  

• Let’s all pretend to climb a tree as I 
count to three! Ready? One, two, 
three!
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On day six, God made all the animals 
that move on land. He also made the 
thing He loves the most — people, like 
you and me!  

 
Ask any of the following:  

• What is your favorite animal? 

• Let me hear you sound like your 
favorite animal, on the count of 
three. One, two, three!  

• Give yourself a great big hug 
because you know that God made 
you!

On day five, God made animals that 
fly in the sky and animals that swim in 
the water. 

 
Ask any of the following:  

• What kind of animals fly in the sky? 

• What is your favorite animal that 
swims in the water?  

• Would you rather be able to fly or 
swim?  

On day seven, God took a rest from 
creating and enjoyed all that He had 
made.  

 
Ask any of the following:  

• What do you like to do to rest? 

• Do you remember the names of the 
first people God made? (Adam and 
Eve)  

• Let me hear you say this after me:  
     God (both hands point up) 
     Made (pound fists) 
     Me (thumbs to chest)
