$35 per person includes Friday night snacks, Saturday
breakfast, lunch, and snacks, all presentations and
activities, and overnight lodging at Village Lutheran
Church. The retreat will begin with registration at
6:30p.m. on Friday, November 5th and end around 2:30
p.m. on Saturday, November 6th after Divine Service.
Boys and girls will have separate sleeping areas. Each
group should have at least one female chaperone for
the girls in their group and at least one male
chaperone for the boys in their group. Each person
staying overnight will need to bring toiletries
(toothbrush, toothpaste, etc.), sleeping bag, pillow, and
change of clothing. There are limited shower facilities.
Restrooms are located throughout the building.
