
Using	OPAC	(Online	Public	Access	Catalog)	
 
To search for an item in the online catalog (OPAC), type any keyword, title, author, subject, or series 
title in the box in the upper left corner and click the Green GO button.  
 

 
 
Click on Expert, Combo or Media for a more advanced search.  
  
When you see the results, click on any title in RED to look at more information about that item.  
You can see whether an item is currently IN or OUT by looking at the far right of each entry. 

 

 
 



 
 
Clicking the Title in RED, opens the Full Details Window. Tabs across the top provide additional 
information. Buttons to the right allow you to perform actions with this item, and some of those actions 
will require an OPAC username and PIN. Any text in RED is a clickable link. For example, clicking on 
an author, or subject heading in RED brings up more search results for additional items in that area.
