We had our Big Christmas Give in late December through our Sozo Food Bank; this was a drive-
thru community outreach to those in need over the holidays. We gave food boxes, gifts, and
gift cards for children. 888 people came through the drive-thru Big Christmas Give, with 468
kids receiving gifts/gift cards and 220 families receiving meal boxes.

We also financially support worldwide missions and other ministries/organizations throughout
the US. Monthly we financially support missionaries Dr. Prince Parker, Dr. Joe Hernandez, and
Butch and Kathy Espe. Additionally, we support ministries monthly FMA (Dr. Bill Winston's
ministerial network), Sam Segundo Ministries, and New Breed Worship Center (Ruckins
McKinley). Our total annual donations are $56,500 ($38,500 to missions and $18,000 to
ministries). We want to thank you for your generous financial support to continue making a
difference in our community and blessing other ministries. Note: Sozo Church is a 501(c)3 non-
profit organization; contributions are tax-deductible as allowed by law.
