The bicycles will go to male Bible 
College and Seminary graduates.

Each child’s offering is an investment 
that will allow many other children 
and adults to come to know Jesus.

There are about 400 graduates per year. 
Graduation is in February/March each year.

Upon graduation, contingent on funding, Dr. Sam 
provides each of the graduates with a new Bible, and 
for the male graduates a new bicycle and a one-way 
train ticket to some part of India with the instructions 
to “Go plant a church".

Most of the graduates will go out to plant churches which 
they will pastor and a bicycle is the only form of transporta-
tion they will have.

Almost all of these are orphans who grew 
up in Dr. Sam’s orphanage ministry.
