VBS SHIPWRECKED 2018

It is so fun to hear how loud the kids are singing all the songs by the end of the week. We gave CD's to all the children so that they and their families could enjoy the songs beyond VBS.  The children also watched a short video each night during snack time of a child that reinforced that night's main point.

The closing program was held on July 29th, at 10:30 a.m. and was very well attended with 100 children. Of course, having the waterslide to look forward to after the program was a great incentive for them to come!  During the program, the children performed a handful of their favorite songs and got to say what they liked/learned in VBS. Afterwards, a picnic was held at the Liberty Park for the children and their families. This was a wonderful change in that it allowed a lot of space for the slide, shade and tables for families, and the playground for children not using the slide.

This year's penny march money went to Heart of Africa, and the children brought is $1479.68. I am once again amazed and blessed by the generosity of the families that give pennies for their children to give during VBS.

I am already excited and have started this coming year's VBS. The material was purchased again from Group Publishing, and the theme is Roar: Life is Wild, God is Good.
