Requirements  
 

What is required before enrolling on the preparation session? 

In order to enrol your child they will need: 

• To have already received the Sacrament of Baptism. 
• To have received their First Holy Communion. 
• To be at least 14 years old on the day of their Confirmation.  
• To be practising their faith already. 

What does it mean to be ‘practising’ their faith? 

Your child should be attending Mass each Sunday and frequenting the sacrament 
of Confession. 

What if only one parent is Catholic? 

Whilst it would be great for both parents to attend Mass together, there is no 
obligation on the non-Catholic parent at all.   

Preparation course: 

The Confirmation preparation programme is an essential requirement, and your 
child will have to attend the sessions in order for them to be able to be Confirmed. 

 

Please note: The Confirmation Mass takes place at St John’s Cathedral in 
Portsmouth during the weeks of Eastertide. The date of the Confirmation will be set 
by Bishop Philip nearer the time.
