• Families	

o Pray	men	will	step	up	and	be	the	spiritual	leaders	of	their	families	before	anything	else	they	do.	(Ephesians	
5:22,	1	Timothy	3:4)	If	no	male	is	present,	pray	that	God	would	anoint	the	woman	to	lead	well.	

o Pray	for	marriages	to	be	solid	and	in	some	cases,	restored.		
o Pray	for	children	to	be	obedient	to	their	parents.	(Ephesians	6)	And	for	parents	to	be	training	children	up	in	

the	way	they	should	go.	(Proverbs	22:6)	
o Pray	for	addictions	to	be	broken	within	the	home	(drugs,	alcohol,	pornography,	eating	disorders).	(1	

Corinthians	10:13)	
o Pray	for	abuse	(emotional,	verbal	and	physical)	to	flee	from	the	families	within	our	neighborhood.	(Ephesians	

6:4,	Colossians	3:21)	
o Pray	for	children	to	not	be	pulled	into	wrong	things	in	this	culture.	Pray	they	use	their	time	this	summer	for	

good	and	not	evil.	(2	Thessalonians	3:3)	
o Pray	for	families	to	desire	to	return	to	reading	the	Bible	and	praying	together.	Pray	for	families	to	be	

committed	to	community	by	attending	a	local	church.	(Deuteronomy	4:9,	11:19,	Joel	1:3,	Psalm	78:4,	
Hebrews	10:24-25,	2	Timothy	3:15)		

o Pray	that	we	all	would	be	loving	toward	our	neighbors.	(Mark	12:31,	1	Corinthians	10:24)	
o Pray	for	the	salvation	of	all	our	neighborhood	families.	(Joshua	24:15,	John	3:16,	John	17:17,	Acts	16:31)	

• Property	
o Pray	for	protection	of	our	homes	from	criminals.	(Psalm	5:11)	
o Pray	that	criminals	will	have	no	desire	to	enter	our	neighborhood.	
o Pray	for	protection	of	our	homes	from	fire,	storm	damage,	and	vandalism.	(Psalm	91:9-11)	
o Pray	the	Lord	will	cleanse	the	land	of	this	neighborhood	from	any	grievous	acts	committed	so	that	it	can	be	

pure	in	His	sight.	(2	Chronicles	7:14,	1	Peter	4:3)	
• Neighborhood	Patrol/Crime	Watch/HOA	

o Pray	for	the	safety	of	those	who	patrol	our	neighborhood.	Keep	them	alert	and	give	them	wisdom	and	
discernment	when/if	things	are	going	to	happen.	(Joshua	1:9,	Psalm	3:3,	John	15:13)	

o Pray	for	100%	participation	in	the	neighborhood	crime	watch.	
o Pray	for	those	who	lead	HOAs	and	Neighborhood	Patrols	to	lead	with	discernment.	

• Neighborhood	Businesses	
o Pray	for	local	neighborhood	businesses	to	conduct	ethical	business	practices	and	to	be	successful.		
o Pray	for	more	locally	owned	businesses	to	open,	not	just	big	box/chain	businesses.	

• Local	Representatives	
o Pray	for	wisdom	and	discernment	for	our	local	city/town	council	members	to	make	decisions	that	are	ethical	

and	honoring	to	God.	(Daniel	2:21,	1	Timothy	2:1-2)	
o Pray	for	appropriate	city	funds	to	be	allocated	to	our	neighborhood	for	police	and	fire	response,	street/alley
