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AUTUMNFEST DESIGNATES HANDICAP VIEWING AREA FOR WHEELCHAIR-BOUND VIEWERS OF PARADE

The Autumnfest Steering Committee has designated a specific area for wheelchair-bound individuals to view the 40th Autumnfest Parade without visual obstructions.  All wheelchair-bound individuals will be allowed 1 seated escort to accompany them, as they may need assistance of some type.  No standing will be allowed in this area; therefore escort must bring a chair.

The 150 foot designated area is located directly across from Dunkin’ Donuts on Social Street, Woonsocket.  Specific handicap signs (Wheelchairs & Escorts ONLY) will be posted so as all will be informed of its location.  Woonsocket Police will be monitoring the area to assure that the wheelchair-bound individuals and their escorts are not obstructed by individuals standing in front of them.

 “The intent of this area is to give those individuals, who cannot stand, an unobstructed view of the Autumnfest Parade as it passes by the review stand,” says Richard Savaria, Autumnfest General Chairman. 

Autumnfest Steering Committee believes this new concept of providing wheelchair-bound individuals the opportunity to view the parade without someone standing in front of them as something that will be embraced warmly by the entire community.
